It is the intent of Council through this Ordinance to support the following 
expenditures: $500,000 for the “Same Day Work and Pay” program; $1,000,000 for CLIP 
(Community Life Improvement Program); $1,000,000 for the Philadelphia Energy Authority to 
provide a workforce development program for at-risk youth; $300,000 for a job training program 
to provide additional nursing certification for home health aides; $1,000,000 for a pilot program 
to provide job training through the revitalization of commercial corridors; and $200,000 for 
COVID-19 Public Service Announcements.
