(.6)  Notwithstanding any exception under subsection (b), for any structure 
located within a Residential Single-Family Detached (RSD) zoning 
district, the minimum lot area required per dwelling unit is 50% of the 
minimum lot area for that zoning district, provided that, whenever the 
calculation of permitted number of dwelling units results in a fraction of a 
dwelling unit, then the number of permitted dwelling units shall be 
rounded down to the nearest whole number.
