years and the wife of Mr. Clarence Trice for more than 30 years, where their union has
blessed her as a mother, grandmother and great-grandmother; and

founding vision and motto, “To serve, not to be served” and according to AARP
Pennsylvania State President Jim Palmquist, “Marlene’s tireless commitment to her
