(8) North Delaware Avenue. 

 
(a) Applicability.  

 
The requirements of this North Delaware Avenue /NCA Overlay district apply to 
commercially zoned properties within the area bounded by Spring Garden Street, 
the Delaware River, Lehigh Avenue, Frankford Avenue, Girard Avenue, and 5th 
Street, [except the district shall exclude the area bounded by Laurel Street, 
Frankford Avenue, and the east side of I-95,] as shown on the following North 
Delaware Avenue map for illustrative purposes only.
