DILWORTH PLAZA TERM SHEET

1.  Landlord/Licensor:
The City of Philadelphia, through its Department of Public Property (“City”).
2.  Tenant/Licensee:  
Center City District (“CCD”).
3.  Premises: 
The premises is located between City Hall, JFK Boulevard, 15th Street and South Penn Square, and is commonly known as Dilworth Plaza.

4.  Reserved from Premises:
The subterranean SEPTA concourses and transportation infrastructure will not be part of this Lease or License.  

5.  Commencement Date:  
On or about  June 1, 2011. 

6.  Term:  
Thirty (30) years.

7.  Base Rent or Fee:  
Base Rent or Fee shall nominally be $1.00 per year.

8.  Improvements:
Tenant/Licensee shall make substantial improvements to the property including but not limited to substructure, landscaping, a water feature, a café, elevators, etc.  The details of the improvements shall be contained in a development plan and attached to the Lease or License.  

9.  Use:
The Premises shall be used as open space and park purposes with other activities commonly occurring in parks in Center City.

10.  Utilities: 
Utilities shall be paid by the City of Philadelphia, except for the café, which shall be separately metered.
11.  Maintenance/Repair:   
CCD shall maintain the majority of the premises.  However, SEPTA has agreed to maintain the elevators once constructed and the City will provide routine maintenance and police services consistent with those services provided by the City at other parks in Center City.  A maintenance plan describing the maintenance to be performed by CCD shall be attached to the Lease or License.
12.  Equal Economic 

Opportunity:
Tenant/Licensee Improvements to the premises will be completed in accordance with the goals established by an Equal Economic Opportunity Plan developed by the City’s Office of Equal Opportunity, which goals will be attached to the Lease or License and will be provided in advance to all contractors bidding on the Tenant/Licensee Improvements.  
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
