200627 An Ordinance authorizing ARD 1105 Walnut LLC or a subsequent owner to install, 

own and maintain various encroachments at 1101-07 Walnut Street & 138-140 11th 

Street, under certain terms and conditions.

210332 An Ordinance amending Title 9 of The Philadelphia Code, by amending Section 9-203 

relating to Street Vendors, by prohibiting street vending on certain portions of East 

Passyunk Avenue and surrounding areas.

210333 An Ordinance establishing parking regulations in the vicinity of:  Greenwich street and
