Honoring the career of long-time WPVI cameraman Robert Pruitt on his retirement after

WHEREAS, Robert Pruitt raised two children as a single father.  Mr. Pruitt’s daughter 
Rachael and son Seth are both married with children of their own who Bob adores; and 
 
WHEREAS, Robert Pruitt was quoted as saying that the reason he stayed at WPVI for so 
long was because as a child he moved around a lot, and if he found a good place he 
would stay for a while.  Philadelphia must have been that good place, and Mr. Pruitt’s 
work and dedication to his craft has made Philadelphia an even better place; now
