Bey, Lemarah Samson, Serenity Peterson, Amina Reid, Crystal Smith, Amina Fowler, Layla Thompson showed
determination, strength, and skill to become Philadelphia Catholic League champions; and

WHEREAS, The team has ranked 1st overall in the Pennsylvania Division AAA, 4th overall in Pennsylvania,
and 5th overall in Philadelphia; and

WHEREAS, West Catholic worked to defeat rival teams like Archbishop Wood, once in early February and
again at the Palestra in late February. West Catholic had spent the whole season working hard to find their way
to the championship, as this was their first time in over 22 years to win the championship game. In a hard-
